Teach Your Child To Follow Directions

It's important for your child to know how to follow written directions. In school, he will be asked to
follow directions on homework, writing assignments and tests. If he doesn't follow them correctly, he
may completely miss the point of what he is supposed to do.

Give him a set of complex instructions. Baking a cake or making a pizza completely from scratch
is perfect for this.

Have him read all the directions aloud. Don’t rush through this.

Put a special focus on the action or actions he needs to take. He could highlight or circle key

words such as “measure,” “mix,” and “preheat.”
Monitor his efforts as he carries out the directions. Help him as needed.

Reread the directions together. Did your child follow them to the letter? See if he can catch his
mistakes, if any.
